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Organization of Global Child Engagement measure
This instrument is organized by dimension (in bold type, left column). There are four dimensions, which have 2-3 indicators each: 

1. Participation in learning opportunities – involvement in activities, duration, interest 

2. Disruptive behavior – learning disruptions, observed behaviors

3. Positive affect – affect displays reflecting happiness, verbal expressiveness

4. Self-reliance – self-management, response to intrusions, initiative 

You will be observing one child for 4 minutes while you code their learning states (top half of observation sheet). Simultaneously, record notes on the bottom half of the observation sheet. This manual should be used after each observation cycle. Specific behaviors should be recorded as evidence of each indicator.  Do not assign ratings if you observe the child for less than 2 minutes (e.g., if they leave the classroom in the middle of the cycle). If this occurs, let the 4-minute cycle run out before beginning to code the next child. 
Guidelines for assigning a rating

· After observing and recording what you see, assign a single rating (1 to 7) for each dimension, using the manual descriptions and your observation notes. Our overall goal is to code 3 of the 4 codes within 1 point of one another, or of the master code. 

· Base your code on what is characteristic of that child during the 4 minutes that you observed him or her. Do not overweight single instances of a behavior (e.g., single gleeful smile, but otherwise neutral facial expression). 
· Remember that the manual descriptions under 1,2 are written to describe a score of 1. The description for 3,4,5 is written as a 4. The descriptions under 6,7 are written to describe a 7. 

· It may help to first identify a range (2-3 numbers) that fit what you observed. Then use the manual and equal weighting of all indicators to decide upon a single score. 

· If you were not able to observe an indicator, base your rating on the indicators you were able to observe. Use the labels above each range (e.g., glum vs. content) to decide what range fits best. 
· If you observe a mix of high and low indicators, or the segment is high at the beginning and low at the end, this would indicate a mid-range score. 

· If you are unable to observe behaviors for a code (e.g., positive affect), circle “not obs.” 
Tips to help you remain objective

· Use the manual with each rating and base your score on the entire 4 minutes that you were observing the child. 
· Other events outside the 4-minute observation cycle, such as something the study child did when you were not observing him/him, or the ratings you gave the child during a previous cycle, should not be considered. 
· At times you may decide the child is behaving in a certain way because of the teacher. For example, the child may look bored during a very dry lesson. Do not upwardly bias your codes because of this; use the manual and what you observed.
